You should have knowledge of and preferably experience in the design and drafting of typical ship 
arrangements like a general arrangement, accommodation plans, lines plan, fire control & safety 
plans, mooring plans etc. You enjoy finding solutions for arrangements problems taking  into 
account the requirements from client, Class and other disciplines.  You are able to model in 3D to 
solve complex situations. Experience in structural ship drawings like a cross section or stiffened 
plate structures and modeling and rendering of 3D pictures is an advantage. 
 
As designer you will be capable of independently designing and drafting and able to work with 
engineers and designers in and as a team.  
As draftsman you will be capable of setting-up the drawings under supervision of a senior designer 
and/or naval architecture engineer.
